Re: Ensuring sustainable tourism development in Grenada

As a concerned tourist, I am writing to respectfully urge you to ensure that tourism in Grenada is developed sustainably and in transparent and accountable consultation with local people. This includes with respect to the ongoing development of Hog Island and Mount Hartman, a project which I understand the Government of Grenada may possibly be taking over from the developers, Cinnamon 88. 
Specifically, I urge you to address the outstanding land ownership issues that I am aware exist in relation to Hog Island; and to place primacy on the tourism development strategy for Grenada advocated by local group, People in Action, namely, ‘Geotourism’. As you may be aware, Geotourism (devised by the National Geographic Society) is designed to sustain or enhance the geographical character of a place, including the environment, culture and well-being of its residents.
