Dear Prime Minister Ingraham,
Re: Bimini Bay Resort and Casino

As a tourist, I am writing to congratulate the Government of the Bahamas on its decision to establish a Marine Protected Area (MPA) in North Bimini in order to protect the islands' invaluable mangrove ecosystem. However, I understand that Phase I of the construction of the Bimini Bay Resort has already caused irreparable damage to mangrove and marine resources in the area, and has undermined the livelihoods of local communities. I therefore respectfully urge you to fully implement the MPA as soon as possible and thereby prevent Phase II of the resort development – which would fall partly inside the MPA boundary - from going ahead. 
As the world learned at great cost in December 2004, when the tsunami struck South and Southeast Asia, mangrove ecosystems provide critical protection to coastal and island communities from major storms. Bimini's mangroves also provide a protective habitat for a wealth ecologically precious fauna and flora, which, along with the natural beauty of the islands, undoubtedly constitute one of Bimini’s most valuable resources.

The people of Bimini have already protested against the resort, which greatly restricts their access and rights over their lands, beaches and marine resources. Their livelihoods and those of future generations depend on the conservation of the mangrove and marine ecosystem. I urge you to prevent an unsustainable tourism development from taking precedence over the rights of your people and the ecological integrity of Bimini.
