Dear 
Following the recent political unrest in Burma, which saw the detention, torture and killing of peaceful pro-democracy demonstrators and drew the attention of the world once again to the grave human rights abuses committed by the ruling military junta and endured by the Burmese people on a daily basis, I am writing to express my concern that (name of TO) is continuing to conduct trips to the country.
I appreciate that this is not a straight forward issue. Some, perhaps your company including, take the position that it would be morally wrong to boycott Burma, arguing that such action would only serve to further isolate the vast majority of the population, who have done no wrong. It is also argued that tourism provides important job opportunities and a rare source of income to those working in the industry.
However, it cannot be denied that mass human rights abuses have taken place and continue to take place as a direct result of the tourism industry in Burma. This includes the displacement of over a million civilians with little or no compensation in order to ‘beautify’ citiscapes and make way for tourist developments. It includes the widespread use of forced labour for the development of tourism infrastructure in order to attract foreign investment, often preventing conscripts from tending and harvesting crops in a country where food shortages are commonplace. 

Tourism - in whatever shape or form - inevitably provides direct economic benefit to the military junta despite the best efforts of concerned tour operators or individual tourists.  Visa expenses, airport duties, currency exchange and domestic travel are unavoidable outlays for foreign travellers and all generate revenue for the government.  On the other hand, tourism benefits just a tiny percentage of the Burmese population, with the vast majority living in rural areas and excluded from any such activities.

I believe that the scale of the human rights abuses directly linked to tourism and the vast revenues the industry provides to the current oppressive regime cannot justify the minimal benefits it provides to the Burmese people. 
The democratically elected leaders of Burma continue to call for a tourism boycott and must be supported in their position. The boycott should not be viewed in isolation, but forms part of a much broader strategy of economic sanctions and diplomatic efforts by the international community to exert pressure on the illegal military regime for democratic reform. In order for this strategy to work, it is vital that all stakeholders become part of this effort, including (name of TO).  I therefore respectfully request that (name of TO) reconsiders its position on this issue and ceases doing business in Burma.  Until such a time, I will not buy any holidays from or make use of any other travel services provided by your company.
